Use Factor 15+ sunscreen

the summer and they can damage
children’s skin. This may not seem like a
problem right now, but sadly it can lead to
skin cancer in later life. Your child’s health
and well-being are very important to us,
which is why we make sure that:

* Children learn about sun protection

» Shade in and around the playground is
used

* Pupils are encouraged to wear hats and
suitable clothing when outside

» We encourage pupils to use sunscreen

Your support is very important if our
policies are going to work. You can help

by:

*Talking to your child about the importance
of sun protection at home

*Sending your child to school with a wide
brimmed hat, buying a legionnaire style
hat or putting long-lasting sun screen on
them before school
